Supporting Adult Players

‘Find a Club’ scheme, which helps players new to the
sport or moving into the area to find an appropriate
place to play.

We run summer and winter leagues for Clubs around
the County, both Open and Vets, with over 150 Club
teams participating

We also run summer and winter Cup competitions for
Clubs, each culminating in a Finals Day.
